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Elinor Long Educator of the Year Award
The Elinor Long Educator of the Year (ELEY) Award was established to recognize a professional in the field of education of students with visual impairment (Early Intervention to twelfth grade) in Pennsylvania and Delaware who has demonstrated outstanding contributions and performance. 

The ELEY Award is named after Ms. Elinor Long, who dedicated her career to developing and supporting programs for students with visual and dual sensory impairment in Pennsylvania. 

Currently, the ELEY is awarded on a cyclical basis. For four consecutive years, nominations are accepted for professionals who work directly with children in the field of visual impairment. The fifth year other service providers such as, administrators, university faculty, and medical personnel are eligible. Nominations for the 2010 ELEY Award will be accepted for those who are working directly with children (Early Intervention to twelfth grade) in the field of visual impairments. This includes O&M, VRT, rehabilitation counselor, and TVI.
In order to facilitate this year’s conference planning and coordination, we are asking that nominations for the 2010 ELEY Award be entered by March 15, 2010. A nomination form has been attached to assist both nominators and judges in this process. 

We strongly encourage everyone in the field of visual impairment to consider nominating a fellow professional who merits such recognition.
