Applicants must be admitted to an undergraduate, graduate, or doctoral program at an accredited college or university.  All applicants must have a minimum GPA of 3.0 or higher in the major field of study.  Applicants must live or work within the states of Pennsylvania or Delaware, but need not be enrolled within a program in PA or DE.  A student may only receive this scholarship once and must be a current Penn-Del AER member.

Selection

Selection is based on the evaluation of the materials submitted for examination by the Penn-Del AER scholarship committee. A scoring rubric is used to assign point values to each of the application requirements.

All applications must be received by March 16, 2012. The recipient will be notified by March 30, 2012 and the awards will be presented at the Penn-Del AER Spring Vision Conference on April 19, 2012 during the Awards Banquet.

All applicants must provide the following information for scholarship consideration: 
1. Completed application form

2. Most recent transcript(s) reflecting current certification and/or degree program in the vision field
3. Two letters of recommendation, including one NOT related to applicant’s educational institution

4. Two page essay explaining why you have chosen your specific field and what you would like to contribute upon program completion. Include also a short description of any involvement with individuals with disabilities as a volunteer, paid professional, or both.
5. Copy of applicant’s AER membership card or proof of recent membership
