The ELEY Award is named after Ms. Elinor Long, who dedicated her career to developing and supporting programs for students with visual and dual sensory impairment in Pennsylvania. 

Currently, the ELEY is awarded on a cyclical basis. For four consecutive years, nominations are accepted for teachers of students with visual impairment. (birth through 21).  The fifth year other service providers are considered. Nominations for the 2012 ELEY Award will be accepted for service providers such as: administrators, university faculty, and medical personnel, or rehabilitation personnel.
